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Sunday / Formal Dress

Black Suit Plain Black Belt
Solid Black tie Solid White dress shirt
Dark Socks Black dress shoes

Weekday / Class Dress

e Shirts: Solid color (no stripes) black or white oxford, polo or Guayabera. Only
the Saint Joseph Seminary College or Diocesan crests are allowed on the shirt.
There should be no other branding on the shirt.
Slacks: Black slacks (not jeans or cargo pants)
Socks: Dark socks
Shoes: Black only dress / good casual shoes (no stripes or white soles, etc.)
Belt: Plain black belt

Winter Dress- Outer Wear for Winter with school attire
e Solid black sweater or jacket. No sweatshirts of any kind, including sweat
jackets.

All seminarians must have the particular items above in their wardrobe.

e School crest is not required; however, school and diocesan crests may be worn on
shirts that fit the above requirements.

e Weekday / class dress is to be worn for class, Morning/Evening Prayer, meals and
all formation activities.

Clarification on Attire

e Coat and Tie: Black suit with black tie (not a bow tie) and white shirt. Coat and tie is
required at Sunday Mass and the meal after, and other formal occasions during the
school year.

e Seminary Normal Attire: Also known as classroom attire is expected for class
attendance, Mass and all meals, including breakfast. Seminary normal attire is detailed
in the seminary Rule of Life. Seminarians may dress casually after dinner and on
weekends after scheduled events and obligations have been completed.

e Seminary Casual Attire: Long pants and a shirt with a collar. Pants are not to be
jeans or sweatpants and the shirt may be a polo or other type of shirt — no sweatshirts.
Seminary casual attire is appropriate for Diocesan night. Shoes are to be worn.

e Short pants / T-shirts / Sweats / Sandals: These are for recreational purposes only
and are not to be worn in the Oratory, Abbey Church or the refectory during meal
times.

Shirts are to be worn at all times in all places on campus. At all times on campus students
are to be appropriately dressed. Students are not to leave the dorms in pajamas, robes or
bedclothes.
